I would appreciate consideration of the enclosed manuscript entitled “Relationship between Thyroid Hormone Levels in Euthyroid Patients before HSCT with Time to Achieve Neutrophil and Platelet Engraftment: An Analytic Cross-Sectional Study and Review of literature” for publication in Acta Haematologica Polonica. In this Analytic Cross-Sectional Study and Review of literature, we concluded that Based on a high probability of the time to neutrophil engraftment > 10 days in patients with TSH > 2.89 in the upper normal range (OR = 2.92) and time to platelet engraftment > 15 days in patients with TSH > 2.89 in the upper normal range and Free T4 ≤ 1.4 in the lower normal range (OR = 12.95 and OR = 4.44, respectively), treatment with low dose levothyroxine can be cautiously recommended to achieve TSH to ≤ 2.8 in the lower normal range before performing HSCT in euthyroid patients, which will reduce the times to neutrophil and platelet engraftments, cause earlier discharge of patients, as well as will be the prophylactic treatment of possible future HSCT-induced hypothyroidism, which of course will require future clinical trials to rejection or approval of this replacement hormonal therapy.
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
