Vaginal hysterectomy is a recommended surgical procedure for benign gynaecological conditions and pelvic organ prolapse. There are some intra/postoperative complications of this surgical procedure. These complications may be associated with various factors. However, studies investigating factors associated with complications in patients with uterine prolapse undergoing vaginal hysterectomy are limited. We found that these complications were associated with uterine weight, intraoperative concurrent salpingo-oophorectomy, low postoperative haemoglobin and long operation time. Our multiple logistic regression model correctly classified 74% of participants within the ROC curve. In order to reduce complications in patients who underwent vaginal hysterectomy, we think that salpingo-oophorectomy should not be performed unless necessary, and that patients with large uterus and prone to bleeding should be operated with an experienced surgical team in tertiary centers.
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
