The number of patients with more than 15mmHg IASBPD were 6 and there are more patients who developed MINS in this group. ( 3 (11.1%) vs. 3 (1.4%), p=0.02). In the multiple logistic regression analysis, age (OR: 1.06 (CI:1.01-1.13), p=0.037) , mean of left arm SBP (OR: 1.12 (CI:1.03-1.21), p=0.006) and presence of IASBPD > 15 mmHg (OR: 10.11 (CI: 1.52-67.25), p=0.017) were found to be independently associated with the development of MINS.
