Competition Regulations
These regulations stipulate the rules and procedures of the competition titled “Best Original Paper Award” for the best original paper published in Nowotwory. Journal of Oncology.
1. The organiser of the competition is the editorial board of Nowotwory. Journal of Oncology. The goal of the competition is to encourage authors to send original papers for publication and to promote the Journal. 

2. The papers eligible for the competition are those which were published in Nowotwory. Journal of Oncology within a year of the competition.

3. The submitted papers must be prepared in accordance with the Journal guidelines and uploaded via the manuscript service system available on the Journal website:  (https://journals.viamedica.pl/nowotwory_journal_of_oncology); subsequently the papers will be reviewed  and the authors will be notified about approval for publication in the Journal.
4. The members of the Award Jury are the persons holding the following posts: 1) Director of the National Institute of Oncology  (the Chairperson of the Jury), 2) The Editor in Chief  of Nowotwory. Journal of Oncology (The Secretary of the Jury), 3) The President of the Polish Society of Oncology (member of the Jury), 4) The President of the Polish Society of Oncological Surgery (member of the Jury).
5. The Award Jury select the awarded paper by means of a debate and a consensus, based on the medical significance, originality and scientific quality of the methodology etc., of the evaluated papers; they then make a report indicating the selected original paper.

6. The Award Jury may exclude some manuscripts from the competition in the case of revealing conflict of interests or that may require additional explanations from the authors.
7. The Award Jury have the right to make a decision not to conclude the competition, both with respect to the selection of the winner and also with respect to other issues within the competition.
8. The Award Jury meet in the first quarter of the year after the year for which the award is presented.

9. The Secretary of the Jury announces the names of the competition laureates in the Journal, on the website, via electronic media and during the Warsaw Oncology Conference or any other conference held by the Polish Society of Oncology (the decision about the venue and the method of announcement of the names of the laureate is made each year by the Secretary of the Jury).

10. The first of the authors of the awarded paper is informed via electronic mail by the Secretary and then invited to collect the award personally during the specified conference.

11. The first of the authors of the awarded paper receives the financial award amounting to 5000 PLN (gross). The division of the award between the remaining authors of the paper (in the case of more than one author) remains at the discretion of the first author.

12. Each member of the team of authors of the awarded paper receives a personal diploma with the signatures of the Jury Chairman and Secretary, containing the logotype of the journal, the title of the awarded paper, the names of the authors and the bibliographical data of the publication.

13. The entire authors’ team of the awarded paper is exempted from the participation fees for the Warsaw Oncological Conference or any other conference held by the Polish Society of Oncology, during which the diploma is presented.
14. In the case when in a given year there is a sponsor of the award, i.e. a company which provides the financial means for the award, this company shall in no way have any influence on the choice of the awarded paper. 

15. These regulations make up the sole and exclusive document specifying the rules and conditions for the competition.

16. The competition organiser shall decide on all issues not governed by these regulations.
